A Message From Our Superintendent

As has been reported widely, New York State is in fiscal distress. Governor Paterson has pro-
posed a state budget that includes cuts to a wide variety of areas, increased fees, and other
measures to eliminate a projected $15 billion deficit. One of those cuts is a “Deficit Reduction
Assessment" to school aid. This amounts to a $230,000 cut in state aid for DeRuyter CSD. The
Governor is also proposing no increase in State Aid over this year's amount.

We must also account for mandatory increases of health care and retirement costs to name a
few, which total approximately $435,000. With the Deficit Reduction Assessment and no in-
crease in state aid for next year, this could mean as much as a 20.8% increase to the tax levy.
The following summary will show you how the district is addressing this concern and trying to
minimize that impact:

Reserves (Savings Accounts) - The district has a Debt Service Reserve that is money that was not needed for prior
building projects. This money can only be used to pay back the debt that was borrowed to create it. We propose to
use $84,000 of this reserve in balancing next year's budget, which is a 2.6% reduction to tax levy impact.

Revenues (Income) - All employees contribute money toward their health insurance plan. The employee contributions
are revenue. This will total about $275,000 in 2009-2010, which is an 8.6% reduction to tax levy impact.

Expenditures (Budgeted Expenses) - We have a position that has been duplicated for most of this year as a person
was on long term leave. This will not be the case in the upcoming year. This budget reduction totals $50,000 (in salary
and benefits), which is a 1.3% reduction to tax levy impact. We are also adjusting the retirement contributions to
match our information from the Teachers Retirement System by $81,000 which represents an additional reduction of
2.6% to the tax levy impact.

Reducing the proposed 20.8% tax levy impact by the adjustments noted above (in bold) brings the new potential tax
levy impact to 5.7% as of this newsletter. We are continuing to work closely to reduce it further before it is put to a
vote on May 19", 2009.
